1. Public access to the MLI warehouse -- current status:

· Free data  -- Still no decision from the TB on pricing and distribution of the MLI core data

Technical issues --  Darren and Kip have prepared a draft document titled: Implementation and Operations of the MLI warehouse.  The document is a result of consultation/negotiations between ManWeb and Conservation on expected level of service .  This document will evolve into a Service Level Agreement for the MLI Warehouse. ManWeb is currently implementing a “disk farm” utility that will soon become operational.  
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Action: Jadranka to draft and send SLA guidelines/template to Darren/Kip 
· Data and metadata updates.  Formal processes need to be put in place.  Each data provider will be responsible for keeping info current.  No new data can be put into the warehouse without accompanied metadata.  Conservation had their regular GIS meeting on October 05, when they reinforced need for metadata collection.  This should be built into SLAs.  

· Jadranka will call the next Steering Committee DMs meeting when TB direction on data distribution and pricing is known.  

2. Municipal Roads (federal maps) - updates and maintenance.  Federal government will give MB a completed map of Municipal Roads under condition that MB will become responsible for its maintenance.  A meeting of all parties interested need to be formed.  
Action:  Jadranka to call an initial meeting with: Health, HWYs, Election MB, IAF, Conservation.  
3. Presentation. Robert McMahon from the Forestry Branch give us a presentation titled Low-Cost, Wide-Area Imagery Using Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAVs).  Of interest to us is that such technology could generate terabytes of georeferenced raster imagery of Manitoba each year.
